Mix all the ingredients together in a pot, stirring
until mixture leaves sides of pot.

Variations

Add rice, straw, tea, pasta, sawdust, gravel,
barley, or glitter for variations in texture.

To achieve different colours

Try adding powder paint, dye or food colouring.

For different smells

Try adding coffee, cinnamon and other spices,
essences, curry powder or herbs.
