HDC is not complying with several
consent conditions meaning it is not
taking all practical steps to avoid, remedy
or mitigate odour effects.

| feel this is very harsh comment
where we are taking all the practical
steps to remedy anything that
requires attention.

Some of these conditions are very
impractical, not possible during some
weather conditions as it is unsafe to
perform certain activities.

8A

HDC had not nominated a liaison person
and advised HRC accordingly within the
period of this assessment.

Currently this is observed however a
consolidated odour complaint
process would be established.

8D

HDC is not undertaking monthly odour
investigations beyond the site boundary.

HDC is undertaking odour
assessments at Levin Landfill
boundary.

The draft OMP sets out the
monitoring requirements under 8D
which have been coupled with the
requirements under condition 3. HDC
has undertaken monitoring in
compliance with this requirement, as
reported on in section 9.1 of the
Annual Report.

The monitoring positions are at the
very edges of the property boundary.
Monitoring beyond the boundary
makes no sense since this would be
even further away from the landfill.
Additionally, this would require
monitoring on private land.

The procedure outlined in the OMP is
considered a practical application to
comply with condition 8D.

The 2019/20 annual report for consent
6011 does not include the complaints log,
which is considered to fall within scope of
condition 8F reporting requirements.

There is no requirement to provide a
copy of the complaints log in the
Annual Report, so this should not
trigger a non-compliance

However, this information was
provided at a request of HRC.
